SCIENTIFIC PROGRAM

The agenda and the topics of the congress were informed in October 2007 with the first
announcement.

Speakers and chairs

The speakers and chairs were contacted by members of the committee. Afterwards Forum d’ldeias
sent by electronic mail their scientific commitments in January 2009 and to invite them to submit an
abstract as well as information about their free registration.

Recapitulation of the committee and invited costs:

- flight tickets of 4 invitees

- accommodation of 10 invitees (including 4 members of the local committee)
- 128 free registrations (including 7 members of the local committee)

Abstracts

The abstract submissions were made only through the internet and were opened in January 2009
and were to close officially on March 15 but extended until April 8, 2009.
